On
December  9 the FDA pub-
lished its final ruling on what
records you will need to keep,
and for how long.

Who is aff ected or co v-

ered by this rule?
Almost all feed manufactur-

ers, including integrators and
pet food companies. Compli-
ance dates range from Decem-
ber 2005 to June 2006.

What records must be
kept?

Records must be kept for
ingredients and finished prod-
ucts one step forward and one
step back:

· Who you purchased the
products from?

· Who delivered the
products to you?

· Who shipped your
products?

· Who purchased your
products?

These records must be kept
for 12 months.  You will have

Feed Mill Manager Customers Already Comply
up to 24 hours to produce
these records in case of an in-
vestigation.  The FDA has also
put teeth into the penalty por-
tion of the rule, including fines
and potential criminal action.
